BACKGROUND: CPR & FIRST AID TRAINING 
 

 
·  A variety of Red Cross course combinations are available that provide the training that you need in First Aid; 

Adult, Child and Infant CPR; and Adult and Child AED. All of our courses reflect the latest science for First 
Aid, CPR and emergency cardiovascular care and meet OSHA Guidelines for First Aid. Our courses 
combine lecture, interactive video demonstration and hands-on training to teach participants lifesaving skills.  

·  Course participants also receive useful take-home materials that help them retain skills and serve as an 
excellent refresher and reference tool after training is complete. 
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·  Cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR) courses prepare participants to perform rescue breathing, choking 
procedures, recognize cardiac emergencies and perform CPR. 
·  Adult – anyone approximately 12 years old or older. 
·  Child – anyone who appears to be between the ages of 1 and 12 years. 
·  Infant – anyone who appears to be under 1 year of age. 

·  An Automated External Defibrillator (AED) is a computer operated device that automatically analyzes a 
heart's rhythm and delivers a shock if the rhythm is irregular. It allows the user to provide immediate 
assistance in the event of sudden cardiac arrest. 
·  Adult – anyone who appears older than 8 years or more than 55 pounds. 
·  Child – anyone between the ages of 1 and 8 years or less than 55 pounds. 

·  First Aid courses teach participants basic skills for treating various emergencies such as wounds, severe 
bleeding, shock, fractures, and temperature extremes.
